At Humanitas University, the English Lab is actively providing students, staff, faculty and healthcare professionals with continuous language support, including courses in English for Medical and Academic Purposes (EMAP) for students and workshops and courses in English-Medium Instruction (EMI) for faculty. The English Lab, currently with two mother-tongue English teachers specialized in Medical English and in Academic English, provides language support five days a week throughout the academic year. 

As all the Medical School teaching activities are conducted in English, with the exception of those that take place in the hospital wards and involve direct contact with Italian patients, most of the medical students are already proficient in English (level C1). The 10-hour elective EMAP courses offered to the medical students over the entire course of the academic year, therefore, aim to develop their academic and professional skills: writing (e.g. information summarization, case studies, research study abstracts, literature reviews, thesis), speaking (e.g. oral exam prep, presentation of clinical cases, discussion of clinical cases), and presentation (e.g. thesis, research studies, oral presentations at a medical conference). The secondary aim of all the EMAP courses is to improve the students’ grammar, lexis, and academic/ professional style; by the time they graduate, these medical students will be able to interact appropriately and professionally in English with the international medical and scientific community.
Ongoing English language courses and workshops are also available to the teaching and administrative staff of Humanitas University, including year-long 40-hour elementary and pre-intermediate (B1-B2) courses (both individual and group), individual weekly conversation practice (B2-C1-C2), individual project-based intensive short courses (preparing teaching materials/ practicing lectures), and a series of 2-hour EMI workshops, as well as any other language support/ course type that is requested.
