Art. 2 Admission requirements

To participate to the admissions test, candidatastrbe already in possession of a Secondary
School Diploma.

In order to enrol for the first year of degree smurin Medicine and Surgery, a diploma is
considered valid if obtained after at least 12 gedreducation, accompanied by the Declaration of
Value issued by the Italian diplomatic authorities.

In the event that the local school system provides1l or 10 years of schooling, the title is valid
when integrated with one or two years of univerdigving passed all the required exams for those
academic years.

Candidates not holding valid qualification, accordng to the requirements of law, will lose the
right to enrol. Further, if already enrolled, the candidate’s enrolment will be cancelled.

- Logical reasoning (23 questions)
- General culture (4 questions)

- Biology (15 questions)

- Chemistry (10 questions)

- Physics and Mathematics (8 questions).

Art. 6 Location and procedure for the Admissions Tet

The questions
will also focus on cases or problems, includingsthabstract in nature, whose solution requires the
adoption of different forms of logical reasoning.
