SCHOLARSHIP RESERVED TO EU CITIZENS AND EU EQUATED CINTIZENS FOR THE ONE-CYCLE DEGREE COURSE IN MEDICINE AND SURGERY WITH LIMITED ACCESS (Class LM-41) IN ENGLISH AT HUMANITAS UNIVERSITY. THIS SCHOLARSHIP IS FUNDED TROUGH THE RESOURCES MADE AVAILABLE BY THE ROCCA FOUNDATION.
FOREWORD

In the belief that talented and motivated students deserve to be supported in pursuing academic and professional aspirations, Humanitas University has decided to fund one (1) Humanitas University Scholarships.

The official source of the Call for Applications for EU and equated citizens is REGOLAMENTO PER IL CONFERIMENTO, NELL’ANNO ACCADEMICO 2019-20, DI UNA (1) BORSA DI STUDIO FINANZIATA DA HUMANITAS UNIVERSITY E RISERVATA AI CITTADINI COMUNITARI O EQUIPARATI CHE INTENDANO IMMATRICOLARSI AL CORSO DI LAUREA MAGISTRALE A CICLO UNICO DI MEDICINA E CHIRURGIA IN LINGUA INGLESE (Class LM-41).

This document is provided for the convenience of international students. In the event of disputes, the parties should refer only to the document in Italian.

Art. 1. Value of the scholarship

The candidate awarded with the Scholarship will receive a full exemption from tuition fee payment. 

The value of the scholarship is equal to the value of the tuition fee due according to the income category to which students are assigned on the basis of the family income (please see University fee regulation and Table 1 below).

The scholarship will be automatically renewed, annually, until graduation if the student will meet the requirements specified in art. 4.

Art. 2. Requirements, evaluation and application criteria

INCOME REQUIREMENTS

Candidates are supposed to have an ISEP (Index of Economic and Property Situation) below 150.000 €. ISEP is calculated according the University fee regulation. 
MERIT REQUIREMENTS

Eligible candidates are those holding the following requirements:

· Minimum score of High School Diploma of 90/100, or equivalent for those holding a non-Italian High School Qualification;
· Admissions Test Ranking Position within the top 30 places.
The scholarship is reserved to EU and EU equated candidates.

Candidates must send to the e-mail address info@hunimed.eu, writing “Humanitas University Full tuition scholarship application” in the subject, the following documents by March 14th 2019:
· Motivation letter and Candidate’s Curriculum vitae (Résumé) written by the candidate;
· Transcripts of grades of the last two years of high school; 
· High School Diploma Final Grade.
Candidates who graduate after the admissions test must submit only the motivation letter, the curriculum vitae and the transcripts of grades by the deadline.

Those candidates who apply for a scholarship by March 14th 2019 and whose ranking position is among the top 30 places must send to info@hunimed.eu their high school diploma final grade by August 23rd 2019.   
Eligible Candidates will be required to sit for an interview with the President of the Medical School. The interview aims to evaluate candidates’ motivation and aptitude to study medicine. Candidates can seat the interview presenting themselves at Humanitas University premises or by videoconference.

The date of the interview will be communicated by mail to the eligible candidates after August 23rd.

Scholarships will be granted on the basis of the overall evaluation of candidates curriculum, admissions test ranking position and interview with the President of the Medical School. The assignation will not be merely based on the admissions test ranking position and/or the High School Diploma final Grade.

Art. 3 The Commission for scholarships assignation

To assure the fairness of the procedures of scholarships assignation Humanitas University will appoint a commission composed by the Dean of the Medical School, a member of the faculty and a member of the University Management.

The Chairman of the Commission is the Dean of the Medical School.
Art. 4 Requirements for Scholarships renewal

Scholarship will be granted for the following years of the Degree Course in Medicine and Surgery if the student:

· Maintains an average of grade of 27/30.
· Completes a minimum annual number of University credits (CFU) as specified in the table below (Table 2).

· Awarded students must complete the required CFU within the month of September (last exams term of the academic year).
· In case the student will not match the CFU requirements of Table 1, the scholarship will be withdrawn and the student should pay the full amount of tuition fees starting from the following academic year.
· Awarded students are expected to complete the Degree Course in Medicine and Surgery within 6 years. However for the purpose of the present call an extra time of 6 months is granted for the completion of the Degree Course. After that, the scholarship will be withdrawn and the student should pay the full amount of tuition fees for the extra years.
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
